	Purpose of your role

	To raise interest in and awareness of Norfolk’s wildlife by showing members of the public around some of NWT’s wonderful reserves, including
· Upton Broad, an excellent place to see swallowtail butterflies, Norfolk Hawker dragonflies and marsh harriers
· Foxley Wood, famous for its bluebells, as well as an abundance of interesting plants, mammals, birds and butterflies, including white admirals
· Sparham Pools, with its lovely shaded circular walk, interesting plants and fungi, kingfishers and sandmartins, and butterflies including purple hairstreak and green hairstreak

The above are only examples - we are looking for volunteers to lead walks at many of our reserves that don’t have visitor centres, so if you live close to one of our reserves this could be a great opportunity for you to get to know it better and share it with others.
